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INTRODUCTION
This information is provided herewith with special emphasis on data per size of exporters, FTAs subscribed and per Customs Offices.   These figures relate to imports valued on CIF basis and exports on FOB. Product reference is giving according to 8-digit tariff, unless otherwise determined.  

Such preliminary figures arise from Customs procedures recorded on the Import and Export declarations, as set forth in the International Convention on Simplification and Harmonization of Customs Procedures (Kyoto Convention, 1995)
 and the UN Manual of Statistics on International Trade of Goods.  According to the above mentioned instruments, the term “imports” means goods brought into a Customs territory by means of clearance for home use which provides for the free circulation of such goods in the Customs territory upon the payment of import duties and taxes levied; on the other hand, the term “export” is defined as goods of free circulation which leave the Customs territory and are intended for their definite stay abroad, being excluded those goods which leave the country covered either by a temporary exit procedure for an outward processing or a manufacturing procedure, for an outward processing or a manufacturing procedure, or with refund of import duties and taxes

Likewise, it should be noted that the figures provided by Customs are used by the Central Bank as stipulated in the Manual on Balance of Payments; therefore, they complement the documents of the Issuing. 

OVERVIEW
In August 2005, Chilean trade exchange amounted US$ 5,861 millions, which represented an increase of 25%, compared to the same month of the previous year.

COMMERCIAL TRADE PER GEOGRAPHICAL REGIONS AND MAIN TRADE PARTNERS (US$ millions
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Significant dynamism of foreign trade was registered by different geographical areas such as America (30%), Asia (28%) and Europe (11%).  Likewise, growth in trade exchange with the economic blocks was NAFTA (39%), MERCOSUR (26%) and European Union (16%).

In August 2005 both exports (US$ 3,280 millions) and imports (US$ 2,581 millions) reached the highest amounts of the month of the last seven years.

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IMPORTS PER GEOGRAPHICAL REGIONS AND MAIN TRADE PARTNERS (US$ millions)

In the month under study, the geographical markets for exports showed the following results: America increased by 32%, Asia increased by 22%, while shipments to Europe registered a decrease of around 3%.  In relation to their share as destination markets of Chilean exports the percentage distribution was America (39%), Asia (38%) and Europe (21%), while the remaining 2% was represented by Africa and Oceania.

Within the main destination markets for Chilean exports, significant increases were registered during August 2005 in comparison with the same month of the previous year:  Argentina (132%), Venezuela (92%) and United States (52%), in America; Taiwan (47%) and Japan (24%), in Asia and Spain (85%) and Germany (40%) in Europe.
In relation to goods exported during August 2005, “non-traditional products” (low or null historical significance) registered an increase of 19%, while “traditional products” (those products with historical significance and high associated amounts) registered an increase of 20%.  Within the first basket the goods which showed high amounts were the following: in forestry-agricultural sector,  avocados of Hass variety (US$ 15 millions), fresh apples of Fuji variety (US$ 10 millions) and almonds, shelled (US$ 7 millions) which moreover registered the highest increase of these three products (266%); in mining sector, iodine (US$ 26 millions), mineral or chemical fertilizers containing three fertilizing elements: nitrogen, potassium and phosphorus (US$ 8 millions) which registered an explosive increase of 504%, and salt (US$ 7 millions);, and in the industrial sector,  gasoline for road vehicles (US$ 43 millions), Ferro-molybdenum (US$ 32 millions), which showed the most significant increase of the three main industrial products (182%), and  rods and moldings of wood (US$ 23 millions).
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In August 2005 imports from the main geographical areas registered the following increases:  Asia (42%), Europe (39%) and America (28%).  On the other hand, in relation to the geographical distribution America showed 54% of participation, Asia 21% and Europe 18%.  Africa and Oceania, as origins of Chile imports registered together the highest participation (7%).

The main origins of Chile imports, which showed the highest increases during the month under study, compared to the same month of 2004, were the following: China (47%) and Japan (44%), in Asia; France (43%) and Germany (34%), in Europe, and Ecuador (301%), United States (50%) and Brazil (48%), in America.
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Crude petroleum (US$ 313 millions and 21% increase), gasoline vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc (US$ 56 millions and 28% increase) and diesel oil fuels (US$ 53 millions and 103% increase) were among the main imported products which registered the highest share during August 2005. Likewise, among the products which were not imported during August 2004 can be mentioned the following: railway coaches (US$ 20 millions), railway passenger coaches (US$ 4.2 millions), machinery for making paper and paperboard (US$ 1.7 millions) and water-tube steam or vapor generating boilers (US$ 1.6 millions).

TRADE WITH APEC

Since the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation Forum APEC is very important for Chile, the National Customs Service decided to include this section in its monthly Foreign Trade Report from November 2004, in order to circulate periodic figures that account of the trade with that economic area.

In August 2005, the APEC zone as destination area of exports accounted for 61% share of the total Chile exports and showed an increase of 26%, while exports to the rest of the world registered an increase of 11%.  On the other hand, imports from such zone increased by 36%, which represented 43% of total imports carried out during the month under study.

Main non-traditional products exported in August 2005 (US$ millions)

Unwrought gold, non monetary (US$ 25 millions), tugs (US$ 5.4 millions), non- alloy steel, cold-rolled (US$ 828 thousands) and drilling machines, self-propelled (US$ 819 thousands) were among the main products exported to APEC in August 2005 (there was not export registration of this product during the same month of 2004).

Residues of starch manufacture and similar residues (US$ 2.3 millions), non-alloy steel (US$ 1.3 millions) and cotton, not carded or combed (US$ 1.1 millions) were among the main products with high share imported from APEC member countries  in August 2005 (there was not import registration of these products during August 2004). 
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TRADE WITH THE UNITED STATES
In August 2005, foreign trade with the United States amounted US$ 966 millions, the highest amount registered in the last seven years, and increased by 51%.  Such result was explained by a similar import and export growth rates.
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Diesel oil fuels and their derivatives (US$ 59 millions and 275% increase), vehicles for the transport of goods designed for off-highway use (US$ 23 millions and 118% increase) and machinery with a 360° revolving superstructure (US$ 11 millions) were among  the products with a high share imported from the main economy of the world during August 2005.  The above-mentioned three products represented 22% of the total imported from the United States.

It should be mentioned other products imported from the United States in August 2005 which were not imported from that main economy during the same month of the previous year: coal, other than bituminous (US$2.6 millions), tubes of non-alloy steel (US$ 2.6 millions) and residues from starch manufacture and similar residues (US$ 2.3 millions).
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Copper cathodes (US$ 104 millions and 75% increase), molybdenum concentrates, not roasted (US$ 36 millions and 305% increase) and blister copper (US$ 34 millions and 343% increase) were among the main five products with high increase exported to the United States during August 2005.  Unwrought gold, non-monetary (US$ 16 millions) and potassium nitrates (US$ 5 millions) were the two products which were not exported in August 2004.

TRADE WITH THE EUROPEAN UNION

In August 2005 trade with the European Union reached US$ 1,079 millions, 16% higher than the amount registered in August 2004.  It should be highlighted that EU originating imports registered a significant growth rate (42%).
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The dynamism reached by imports from the EU was influenced by the amounts and increases of the following products: machinery for making cellulose (US$ 14 millions and 5,759% increase), gasoline vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc (US$ 10 millions and 108% increase) and beta-carotene and other coloring and corotenoids matters (US$ 10 millions and 108% increase).  Such products positioned in the first three places representing 8% of the total imported from that European block.
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In August 2005 exports to the European Union registered a growth of 5% compared to August of the previous year.  However, products which did not register export activity during August 2004 were exported in relatively significant amounts: copper mattes (US$ 11.6 millions), potassium nitrates (US$ 10.3 millions) and parts of gas turbines (US$ 5.7 millions).  
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TRADE WITH THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA
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In August 2005, trade with South Korea registered an increase of 10% compared to the same month of the previous year.  This result was mainly influenced by the dynamism of imports from such origin (39%), since exports registered an increase of only 1%.
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It should be mentioned the following products imported from South Korea: vehicles for the transport of passengers which positioned among the five products with more participation and which registered an explosive increase:  diesel vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 2,500 cc (US$ 7.3 millions and 210% increase),  gasoline vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc (US$ 5.8 millions and 99% increase) and gasoline vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,000  cc but not exceeding 1,500 cc (US$ 4.5 millions and 90% increase).  Likewise, it should be mentioned those goods that were not imported during August 2004: tubes of steel of a kind used for oil or gas pipelines (US$ 465 thousands) and machines for making cartons, boxes, cases, tubes, drums or similar containers (US$ 253 thousands).
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In August 2005 exports to South Korea amounted US$ 158 millions.  Refined copper, unwrought (US$ 14.9 millions and 392% increase), molybdenum ores, roasted US$ 13.9 millions and 97% increase) and meat of swine (US$ 6.2 millions and 38% increase) were the three products with simultaneously higher share and growth.  Molybdenum ores, not roasted (US$ 2.3 millions), potassium iodine (US$ 268 thousands) and Pacific salmon, frozen (US$ 213 thousands) were not exported to South Korea during August 2004.

CHILEAN EXPORTS AS PER SIZE OF EXPORTING COMPANY: MAIN GOODS EXPORTED AND DESTINATION COUNTRIES BY FTA

An analysis of exports as per size of exporting companies is included in this Section. The sections selected to define the size of those companies were defined in four intervals according to FOB value registered in year 2004:  micro exporting company (less than US$ 100 millions), small scale exporters (between US$ 100 thousand and US$ 1 millions), medium scale exporters (between US$ 1 millions and US$ 10 millions) and large scale exporters (more than US$ 10 millions).

89.3% of exports registered during August 2005 were related to large-scale exporters.  However, micro-exporters registered a significant growth rate (119%) compared to August 2004.  On the other hand, large, small and medium-scale exporters showed similar growths (19%, 19% and 7% respectively).
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Copper cathodes (US$ 732 millions and 1% increase), copper ores and concentrates (US$ 583 millions and 19% increase) and molybdenum ores (US$ 223 millions and 91% increase) were among exports shipment of large-scale exporters (US$ 2,929 millions).  Sawn timber of pinus radiata ( (US$ 8.7 millions) and services that qualify for exports (US$ 5.7 millions) were the main export shipments of medium-scale exporters.  Likewise, small-scale exporters exported services that qualify for exports (US$ 2.2 millions) and wine with appellation of origin, Cabernet Sauvignon (US$ 1.4 millions).  Finally, micro exporters shipped mainly sea-going tugs (US$ 5.4 millions), followed by dried hides (US$ 288 thousands).

The following is an analysis of exports to the countries with which Free Trade Agreements have been signed, with special emphasis on micro and small scale exporters and on their export shipments, due to the results obtained by medium and large scale exporters are implicit within the Sections where the figures of each respective FTA were analyzed.

In August 2005, exports to the European Union accounted for US$ 656 millions, a variation of 5% in relation to August 2004.  It should be mentioned that micro exporters registered the most significant increase (96%). 
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Micro-scale exporters exported to the European block products for an amount of US$ 1.5 millions.  Wine with appellation of origin, in containers holding not more that 2 liters (US$ 382 thousands and an increase of 612%), walnuts (US$ 240 thousands; this product was not exported in August 2004) and wine in containers holding 2 liters or more (US$ 89 thousands and 214% increase) were among the main products exported.  
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During August 2005, products for an amount of US$ 543 millions were exported to the United States which represented a positive variation (52%).  Likewise, large-scale exporters showed significant share (89%) and the highest increase (65%).
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In August 2005, large-scale exporters shipped to the United States products for an amount of US$ 484 millions.  Among the main ten products with highest participation and increase are the following: blister copper (343% increase and US$ millions), molybdenum ores, not roasted (305% increase and US$ 36 millions), methanol (289% increase and US$ 33 millions) and unwrought gold, non monetary (US$ 14 millions; this product was not exported in August 2004).

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Finally, during August 2005 exports to South Korea were greatly influenced by large-scale exporters (97%); however, they registered a slight decrease (-0,5%). Medium-scale exporters registered the most significant increase (119%). Waste of refined copper (US$ 1.3 millions and 188% increase), boards and strips of pinus radiata (US$ 308 thousands and 76% increase) and juice and mashed tomatoes (US$ 221 thousands and 314% increase) were the main products exported to South Korea.

IMPORTS PER CUSTOMS OFFICE: MAIN PRODUCTS AND ORIGINS

During August 2005, Chile imported products for a total amount of US$ 2,581 millions, amount that registered an increase of 32%, compared to the same month of the previous year.  The Customs Offices that registered the highest import rates were Chañaral (268%), Osorno (172%), Coyhaique (85%) and Valparaíso (71%).
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On the other hand, San Antonio, Valparaíso and Metropolitan were the Customs Offices which showed a great share.  They jointly represented 69% of the total imported by the country.

The following is an analysis by type of product and main origins for the three above-mentioned Customs Offices 
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During August 2005, goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso amounted US$ 797 millions, which meant an increase of 71%, compared to the same month of the previous year.  Crude petroleum (US$ 168 millions and 71% increase), diesel oil fuels (US$ 50 millions and 338% increase) and diesel station wagons (US$ 23 millions and 753% increase) were the main products with a high share and increase that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso.
The three main originating countries of goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaíso were Angola (15% share and US$ 121 millions), United States (12% and US$ 95 millions) and Brazil (10% and US$ 77 millions).  Products coming from Angola registered the highest increase (754%), compared to the same month of the previous year.  Likewise, Sweden (408%), Japan (298%) and Peru (268%) among others registered a significant increase.
During August 2005, goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio amounted US$ 636 millions, which meant an increase of 34% higher that that registered in August 2004.  Molybdenum ores, not roasted (US$ 46 millions and 529% increase), gasoline vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc (US$ 32 millions and 15% increase) and footwear of leather (US$ 7 millions and 214% increase) were  the main imported products with high share and increase. China (22% share and US$ 140 millions), United States (20% share and US$ 129 millions) and Peru (8% share and US$ 50 millions) were the main origins with the highest share in imports that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio.  Peru registered the most explosive increase of the above-mentioned origins. It should be mentioned that imports coming from South Korea and Argentina registered an increase of 127% 
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Finally, regarding the importing activity in the Metropolitan Customs Office, goods worth US$ 353 millions entered the country during August 2005, amount that registered an increase of 23%, compared to the same month of the previous year. Transceivers of the kind of cellular telephones (US$ 39 millions and 81% increase), natural gas (US$ 23 millions and 57% increase), medicaments for human and veterinary medicine (US$ 19 millions and 32% increase) and portable computers (US$ 11 millions and 62% increase) were the main imported products with a high share and increase).  United States (27%), Argentina (10%) and China (9%) were the origins that registered the highest share in August 2005.  China registered the highest increase (136%) of the three main origins of the products imported through the Metropolitan Customs Office.  Likewise, it should be noted the dynamism of imports coming from origins with less share but with high growth rates such as Mexico (101%) and Germany (48%).
