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INTRODUCTION
This information is provided herewith with special emphasis on data per size of exporters, FTAs subscribed and per Customs Offices.   These figures relate to imports valued on CIF basis and exports on FOB. Product reference is giving according to 8-digit tariff, unless otherwise determined.  

Such preliminary figures arise from Customs procedures registered on the Import and Export declarations, as set forth in the International Convention on Simplification and Harmonization of Customs Procedures (Kyoto Convention, 1995)
 and the UN Manual of Statistics on International Trade of Goods.  According to the above mentioned instruments, the term “imports” means goods brought into a Customs territory by means of clearance for home use which provides for the free circulation of such goods in the Customs territory upon the payment of import duties and taxes levied; on the other hand, the term “export” is defined as goods of free circulation which leave the Customs territory and are intended for their definite stay abroad, being excluded those goods which leave the country covered either by a temporary exit procedure for an outward processing or a manufacturing procedure, for an outward processing or a manufacturing procedure, or with refund of import duties and taxes

Likewise, it should be noted that the figures provided by Customs are used by the Central Bank as stipulated in the Manual on Balance of Payments; therefore, they complement the documents of the Issuing.

OVERVIEW
In the January-November period of 2005, Chilean trade Exchange amounted US$ 62,349 millions which represented an increase of 30% compared to the same period of the previous year. Likewise, during the above-mentioned period trade exchange registered US$ 9 billions more than the amount registered by Chile trade exchange in 2004. On the other hand, in November 2005, trade exchange was very dynamic since it increased by 40% compared to November 2004. 
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In November 2005, significant dynamism of foreign trade was registered by different geographical areas such as Europe (54%), America (38%) and Asia (34%).  Likewise, growth in trade exchange with the economic blocks was European Union (47%), MERCOSUR (43) and NAFTA (40%).
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In the January-November period of 2005, both exports (US$ 34,994 millions) and imports (US$ 27,354 millions) reached the highest increase of the period in the last seven years. Moreover, imports registered the highest growth rate (36%) over the period of the last seven years.  
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In November 2005, the main geographical markets for exports showed the following increases:  Europe (49%), followed by America (48%) and Asia (29%).  In relation to their share as destination markets for Chilean exports the percentage distribution was America (38%), Asia (33%) and Europe (26%), while the remaining 2% was represented by Africa and Oceania.  Within the main destination markets  for Chile exports, the most significant increases registered during November 2005 in comparison with the same month of the previous year were the following: : Canada (471%), Brazil (75%) and United States (60%), in America; South Korea (71%), Japan (28%) and Taiwan (100%), in Asia and Italy (68%), Spain (52%) and France (47%), in Europe.
Cargo chips (US$ 4.3 millions), tobacco (US$ 2.4 millions) and dumpers designed for off-highway use (US$ 1.4 millions) were industrial products which were not exported in November 2005 but which showed significant amounts in November 2005.
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In November 2005, imports from the main geographical areas registered the following increases: Europe (64%), Asia (47%) and America (29%). However, in relation to participation America, as origin area, registered 54% of the total imported by the country, followed by Asia (22%) and Europe (18%).  Africa and Oceania, as origins of Chile imports registered together a share of 7%.

The main origins of Chilean imports, which showed the highest increases during November compared to the same month of 2004, were Peru (113%) and Brazil (52%), in America; South Korea (149%) and China (37%), in Asia and Finland (338%) and Germany (100%) in Europe.

Crude petroleum (US$ 375 millions and 52% increase), molybdenum ores, not roasted (US$ 79 millions and 266% increase), diesel buses (US$ 70 millions and 437% increase) and cellular telephones (US$ 65 millions and 90% increase) are among the main imported products that registered the highest share in November 2005.  Likewise, among the products which were not imported during November 2004 can be mentioned the following: water boilers (US$ 10.1 millions), crude fish oil (US$ 4.1 millions) and apparatus for liquefying air (US$ 0.9 millions).
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TRADE WITH APEC
Since the Asia –Pacific Economic Co-operation Forum APEC is very important for Chile, National Customs Service decided to include this Section in its monthly Foreign Trace Report as from November 2004.

In November 2005, the dynamism reached by exports to APEC zone (43%) allowed to increase the share of this area by 59% within the total Chile exports.  On the other hand, imports from such zone increased by 35%, which represented 42% of the total imported by the country. 
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During November 2005, shipments of copper exported to the APEC market accounted for almost US$ 1,000 millions, which represented 47% of the total exported by the country.  On the other hand, copper mattes (US$ 13.4 millions), cargo chips (US$ 4.3 millions) and zinc ores and concentrates (US$ 4.3 millions) were among the products which were not exported in November 2004 but which registered significant amounts in November 2005.
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Bars of steel (US$ 5.6 millions), crude fish oil (US$ 4.1 millions), water boilers (US$ 1.7 millions) and machinery for making cellulose (US$ 1.2 millions) were among the main products imported from APEC member countries in November 2005 (these products were not exported during November 2004).
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TRADE WITH THE UNITED STATES
In the Jan.-Nov. period of 2005 foreign trade with United States amounted US$ 9,829 millions increasing by 16% its share in relation to Chilean trade exchange over the period. Moreover, such amount showed the highest increase during the period of the last seven years (38%).  Such result was mainly explained by the dynamism of both imports (42%) and exports (35%).
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Copper cathodes were the main products exported to the United States in November 2005, registering an amount of US$ 174 millions and an increase of 401%.  It should be mentioned products which were not exported in November 2004 such as  vegetables and fruits preserved by vinegar or acetic acid (US$ 521 thousands), machinery designed for cutting paper and cardboard  (US$ 459 thousands) and products of a kind used in animal feeding (US$ 322 thousands).
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Dumpers for designed for off-highway use (US$ 24.9 millions and 60% increase), Basic oils (US$ 7.7 millions and 120% increase) and parts for computers (US$ 6.5 millions 18% variation) were among the products with a high share imported from the main economy of the World.  The above-mentioned three products represented 12% of the total imported from the United States in November 2005.

It should be mentioned other products imported from the United States in November 2005 and which were not imported in November 2004: magnetic-resonance apparatus (US$ 2.5 millions), bars of steel (US$ 2.3 millions) and super phosphates (US$ 1.9 millions).
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TRADE WITH THE EUROPEAN UNION
During the period Jan.-Nov. 2005 foreign trade with the European Union amounted US$ 13,058 millions, where both exports to the EU and imports from that economic block reached the highest amounts registered in the above-mentioned period of the last seven years (US$ 8,453 and US$ 4,605 millions, respectively).  Likewise, imports showed the highest growth rate (45%). 
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In November 2005, the growth rate of UE originating imports was so significant that it fully exceeded the dynamism showed by the total Chile imports   (63% versus 39%), compared to the same month of the previous year.  Water boilers (US$ 8 millions), machinery for making cellulose (US$ 2.5 millions) and magnetic-resonance apparatus (US$ 1.2 millions) were among the products which registered relatively significant amounts but which were not imported in November 2004.  The above-mentioned products positioned in the first nine places in regard to their participation.
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Exports to the European Union registered 19% change in the first eleven months of 2005, compared to the same period of the previous year.  On the other hand, in November 2005 the growth rate was substantially higher (39%).  Methanol (US$ 7.8 millions), shorn wool (U$ 553 thousands) and snails, other than sea snails (US$ 172 thousands) were among the products which were not imported during November 2004.    
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TRADE WITH THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA

In the first eleven months of 2005, trade with South Korea amounted US$ 2,906 millions and registered an increase of 25%, compared to the same period of 2004. This result was mainly influenced by the dynamism of imports (60%), although exports had also a positive result (20%).
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This pattern of trade with Korea was also materialized in November 2005, when growth rates of imports from the Asian partner reached 149% compared to the same month of the previous year, while exports increased by 71%. 

Thus, in November 2005 imports from South Korea amounted US$ 150 millions.  Diesel oil fuels (US$ 58 millions and a significant increase of 14,127%), cellular telephones (US$ 15 millions) and diesel vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 2 500 cc (US$ 8 millions) were the three products that registered higher import amounts.  The latter showed an increase of 323%.  Likewise, it should be mentioned that Poly (vinyl chloride) (US$ 1.3 millions) and synthetic rubber (US$ 377 millions) were not imported from Korea.
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In relation to exports to South Korea copper cathodes (US$ 67 millions) positioned in first place because they represented 31% of the total exports to such country.  According to share, they were followed by copper ores and concentrates (US$ 59 millions) and methanol (US$ 32 millions).  On the other hand, copper mattes (US$ 13 millions), bleached conifer cellulose (US$ 3.9 millions) and zinc ores (US$ 2 millions) were among the products which were not exported in November but which registered higher export amounts.

CHILEAN EXPORTS AS PER SIZE OF EXPORTING COMPANY: MAIN GOODS EXPORTED AND DESTINATION COUNTRIES BY FTA

An analysis of exports as per size of exporting companies is included in this Section. The sections selected to define the size of those companies were defined in four intervals according to FOB value registered in year 2004:  micro exporters (less than US$ 100 thousands), small scale exporters (between US$ 100 thousands and US$ 1 million), medium scale exporters (between US$ 1 million and US$ 10 millions) and large scale exporters (more than US$ 10 millions).

In November 2005, large-scale exporters influenced 90% of the total exported amount by Chile, and registered an increase of 41%.  However, shipments of micro-exporters showed an increase of 57%.  On the other hand, shipments of medium and small-scale exporters showed a lower increase (19% and 25%, respectively).
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Cathodes (US$ 955 millions), copper ores and concentrates (US$ 578 millions) and blister copper (US$ 166 millions and which registered the highest increase 104%, of the three products) were among the export shipments of large-scale exporters (US$ 3,227 millions).   Coniferous sawn timber other than of pinus radiata (US$ 9,4 millions), frozen fish, headed and gutted (US$ 8.5 millions) and unwrought gold, non-monetary  (US$ 7.2 millions)  were among the main export shipments of medium-scale exporters. Likewise, services considered to be exportable (US$ 2.7 millions) together with crustaceous (US$ 1.2 millions) were the main products exported by small-scale exporters. Finally, among the products exported by micro exporters can be mentioned the following: cheese, Gouda (US$ 664 thousands) and tractors with a diesel engine exceeding 200 HP (US$ 316 thousands).

The following is an analysis of exports to the countries with which Free Trade Agreements have been signed, with special emphasis on those exporters who had reached the most significant results in terms of growth. 
In November 2005, exports to the European Union accounted for US$ 862 millions, a positive variation of 39% in relation to November 2004.  It should be mentioned that large-scale exporters registered the highest increase (41%) compared to the remaining exporters. 
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In November 2005 large-scale exporters exported to the European block products for an amount of US$ 807 millions. Copper cathodes (US$ 387 millions), copper ores and concentrates (US$ 84 millions) and molybdenum concentrates, roasted (US$ 42 millions) were among the main products exported.  The first and the second above-mentioned products registered the most significant increases (171% and 139%, respectively).
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In November 2005 micro exporters shipped to the EU products for an amount of US$ 1.7 millions, which represented the second more dynamic growth rate (29%).  Vegetables (US$ 193 thousands), Joinery and carpentry of Word (US$ 148 thousands) and red wine, Cabernet Sauvignon (US$ 90 thousands) were among the main products exported.  These three products registered increases greater that 150%.

In November 2005 products for an amount of US$ 618 millions were exported to the United States which represented a very positive variation (60%).  Likewise, large-scale exporters registered not only a significant participation (90%) but also the highest increase (66%) in regard to other exporters.
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During November 2005 large-scale exporters shipped to the United States products for an amount of US$ 555 millions.  Among the main five products with high participation the following registered the most significant increases: blister copper (461%), copper cathodes (401%) and molybdenum concentrates, not roasted (US$ 320%).  Moreover, these three products registered together an amount of US$ 223 millions in exports, which positively influenced the result of exports to the main World economy.
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Likewise, during November 2005 exports to the United States made by micro exporters showed a very significant increase (66%), although the involved amounts are substantially lower (US$ 1.1 millions).  Snails (US$ 98 thousands), contact lenses (US$ 74 thousands) and mosses and lichens (US$ 67 thousands) were among the main exported products.  The first two above-mentioned products were not exported in November 2004.
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Finally, during November 2005 exports to South Korea amounted US$ 215 millions; this result was greatly influenced by large-scale exporters (98% and 72% increase).

The most significant amounts were registered by the following products exported to Asia by large-scale exporters: copper cathodes (US$ 67 millions), copper ores and concentrates (US$ 59 millions) and methanol (US$ 32 millions; the second and third product registered very dynamic increases (673% and 325% respectively).  
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It should be also mentioned exports made by micro exporters which increased by 37% in relation to November 2004.  Manta ray (US$ 106 thousands), eels (US$ 60 thousands) and boxes of corrugated paper (US$ 33 thousands) were the main products shipped by the above-mentioned exporters.  These products, except manta ray, were not exported to Asia during November 2004.
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IMPORTS PER CUSTOMS OFFICE: MAIN PRODUCTS AND ORIGINS

During November 2005, Chile imported products for a total amount of US$ 2,683 millions, amount that registered an increase of 39%, compared to the same month of the previous year.  In Jan.-Nov. period, imports amount US$ 27,354 millions, which allowed the accumulated growth rate to increase by 36%, the highest growth rate for the same period of the last six years.

In November 2005 the Customs Offices that registered the most significant import rates were Chañaral (288%), Coquimbo (110%) and Osorno (58%). 
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On the other hand, San Antonio (24% share), Valparaiso (23%) and Los Andes (16%) were the three Customs Offices which registered the higher import volume during November 2005.  
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The following is an analysis by type of product and main origins for the three above-mentioned Customs Offices 
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During November 2005, goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio amounted US$ 641 millions, amount that registered an increase of 37%, compared to the same month of the previous year.  Molybdenum ores, not roasted (50 millions; this product was not imported during November 2004), benzene vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1 500 cc but not exceeding 3 000 cc (US$ 42 millions) and benzene vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1 000 cc but not exceeding 1 500 cc (US$ 16 millions) were among the main products that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio.  Such vehicles registered increases of more than 70%. 
The three main originating countries of goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio were United States (18% share and US$ 117 millions in imports), China (18%, US$ 113 millions) and Peru (9%, 56 millions).  The latter registered the highest increase (1,488%) of the three main originating countries compared to November 2004.  
In November 2005, goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso amounted US$ 622 millions, which meant an increase of 55% which was higher than that registered in November 2004. Crude petroleum (US$ 147 and 145% increase), diesel oil fuels (US$ 58 millions and 130% increase) and molybdenum ores, not roasted (US$ 26 millions; this product was not imported in November 2004) were the main imported products with high share and increase. Angola (US$ 89 millions), China (US$ 78 millions) and South Korea (US$ 75 millions) were the main origins with the highest share in imports that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso.  South Korea registered the most significant increase of the above-mentioned origins (328%). It should be mentioned the increase registered by imports coming from France (2199%).
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Finally, regarding the importing activity in the Customs Office in Los Andes, goods worth US$ 423 millions entered the country during November 2005, amount that registered an increase of 44%, compared to the same month of the previous year. Diesel buses (US$ 65 millions and 556% increase),  meat of bovine animals chilled and boneless (US$ 30 millions and 65% increase) and mixtures of vegetable oils (US”14 millions and only 2% increase) were the main three imported products that entered the country through the above-mentioned Customs Office. Brazil (49%) and Argentina (46%) were the origins that registered the highest increases as regards Chile total imports through the Customs Office in Los Andes.  The first one registered the highest increase (49% v/s 37%).  Likewise, it should be mentioned the dynamism of imports coming from origins with less share but with high growth rates such as United Kingdom (US$ 114 thousands and 903% increase) and Paraguay (US$ 7 millions and 228% increase), among others.
