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INTRODUCTION
This information is provided herewith with special emphasis on data per size of exporters, FTAs subscribed and per Customs Offices.   These figures relate to imports valued on CIF basis and exports on FOB. Product reference is giving according to 8-digit tariff, unless otherwise determined.  

Such preliminary figures arise from Customs procedures registered on the Import and Export declarations, as set forth in the International Convention on Simplification and Harmonization of Customs Procedures (Kyoto Convention, 1995)
 and the UN Manual of Statistics on International Trade of Goods.  According to the above mentioned instruments, the term “imports” means goods brought into a Customs territory by means of clearance for home use which provides for the free circulation of such goods in the Customs territory upon the payment of import duties and taxes levied; on the other hand, the term “export” is defined as goods of free circulation which leave the Customs territory and are intended for their definite stay abroad, being excluded those goods which leave the country covered either by a temporary exit procedure for an outward processing or a manufacturing procedure, for an outward processing or a manufacturing procedure, or with refund of import duties and taxes

Likewise, it should be noted that the figures provided by Customs are used by the Central Bank as stipulated in the Manual on Balance of Payments; therefore, they complement the documents of the Issuing. 

OVERVIEW
In October 2005, Chilean trade Exchange amounted US$ 6,150 millions which represented an increase of 22% compared to the same month of the previous year.  Likewise, during the period Jan.-Oct. 2005 trade exchange totaled US$ 56,079 millions, almost US$ 3,000 million more than the amount registered by Chile trade exchange in 2004. Moreover, it increased by 29% compared to Jan.-Oct. period of the previous year.
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In October 2005, significant dynamism of foreign trade was registered by different geographical areas such as America (25%), Asia (23%) and Europe (16%).  Likewise, growth in trade exchange with the economic blocks was NAFTAQ (30%), MERCOSUR (28%) and European Union (20%).

During the period Jan.-Oct. 2005 both exports (US$ 31,407 millions) and imports (US$ 24,672 millions) showed the highest increase during the period of the last seven years.  Moreover, imports registered the highest growth rate (35%) over the period of the last seven years.

In October 2005, the main geographical markets for exports showed the following increases:  Asia (26%), followed by America (23%) en Europe (11%).  In relation to their share as destination markets for Chilean exports the percentage distribution was America (37%), Asia (35%) and Europe (26%), while the remaining 2% was represented by Africa and Oceania.

Within the main destination markets  for Chile exports, significant increases were registered during October 2005 in comparison with the same month of the previous year: Mexico (76%), Peru (58%) and United States (50%), in America; en Asia, South Korea (78%), Japan (42%) and Taiwan (25%), in Asia and the Netherlands (31%) and France (28%), in Europe.
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Cargo ships of a gross tonnage exceeding 3,500 tons (US$ 45 millions), machinery for making and cutting paper (US$ 1.8 millions) and offset printing machines (US$ 1.2 millions)  were the industrial  products which were not exported in October 2004 but showed significant shipments in October 2005.

In October 2005 imports from the main geographical areas registered the following increases: Europe (29%), America (26%), and Asia (17%).  On the other hand, in relation to the geographical distribution America showed 57% of participation, Asia 20% and Europe 15%.  Africa and Oceania, as origins of Chile imports registered together a share of 8%.

The main origins of Chilean imports, which showed the highest increases during October compared to the same month of 2004, were Ecuador (825%), Mexico (104%) and Brazil (79%), in America; China (35%) and Japan (6%), in Asia; France (32%) and Spain (29%), in Europe.
Crude petroleum (US$ 394 millions and 9% increase), diesel buses (US$ 154 millions and 1,046% increase) and diesel oil fuel (US$ 68 millions and 20% increase) are among the main imported products that registered the highest share in October 2005.  Likewise, among the products which were not imported during October 2004 can be mentioned the following: railway coaches (US$ 17.5 millions), cargo ships of a gross tonnage exceeding  3,500 tons (US$ 13.8 millions),  machinery for making cellulose (US$ 11.3 millions) and railway or tramway passenger coaches (US$ 10 millions).
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TRADE WITH APEC

Since the Asia –Pacific Economic Co-operation Forum APEC is very important for Chile, National Customs Service decided to include this Section in its monthly Foreign Trace Report as from November 2004.

In October 2005, the APEC zone as destination area of exports accounted for 59% share of the total Chile exports and showed an increase of 30%.  On the other hand, imports from such zone increased by 14%, which represented 40% of the total imported by the country. 

Cargo ships of a gross tonnage exceeding 3,500 tons (US$ 45 millions), liquefied butane  (US$ 1.2 millions), potassium sulfate (US$ 1 million) and artichokes preserved in vinegar (US$ 914 thousands) were among the main products exported to APEC in October 2005 (these products were not exported during October 2004).
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Gasoline for road vehicles (US$ 28.5 millions), bulk carriers  (US$ 13.8 millions), ammonia (US$ 5.9 millions) and  machinery for making cellulose (US$ 3.6 millions) were among the main products imported from APEC member countries in October 2005 (these products were not exported during October 2004

TRADE WITH THE UNITED STATES
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During the period Jan.-Oct. 2005, foreign trade with United Sates  amounted US$ 8,879 millions, the highest amount of the period registered over the last seven years, registered 16% of Chilean trade Exchange and moreover, it increased by 38%.  Such result was mainly explained by the dynamism of imports (46%) which was higher than that of exports (32%).
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Molybdenum ores, not roasted (US$ 24 millions in shipments and 257% increase), copper cathodes (US$ 146 millions and 202% increase) and fish fillets, chilled (US$ 36 millions and 36% increase) were among the main five products with a high share exported to the United States in October 2005.  It should be mentioned the following three products which were not exported in October 2004: ferromolybdenum (US$ 5.8 millions), nitrate of potassium (US$ 4 millions) and boards of wood (US$ 2 millions).

Diesel oil fuel (US$ 33 millions and 10% increase), gasoline for road vehicles (US$ 29 millions; this product was not imported during October 2004) and dumpers designed for off-highway use (US$ 9; it does not present variation) were among the products with a high share imported from the main economy of the World during October 2005.   The above-mentioned three products represented 19% of the total imported from the United States.

It should be mentioned other products imported from the United States in October 2005 and which were not imported in October 2004: gasoline for road vehicles (US$ 29 millions), ammonia (US$ 6 millions) and machinery for making cellulose (US$ 2.5 millions).
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TRADE WITH THE EUROPEAN UNION
During the period Jan.-Oct. 2005 foreign trade with the European Union amounted US$ 11,752 millions, where both exports to the EU and imports from that economic block reached the highest amounts registered in the above-mentioned period of the last seven years (US$ 7,591 and US$ 4,161 millions, respectively).  Likewise, imports showed the highest growth rate (43%). 
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In October de 2005, growth rate of EU originating imports was higher than the grand total (29% v/s 24%).  , compared to the same month of the previous year. Coaches (US$ 12 millions), railway passenger coaches (US$ 8 millions) and machinery for making cellulose (US$ 8 millions) were among the products which were not imported in October 2004 but which registered high amounts.  According to share, such products positioned in the first six places representing 7% of the total imported from the EU in October.
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Exports to the European Union registered 17% change in the first ten months of 2005, compared to the same period of the previous year.  On the other hand, in October 2005 the growth rate was similar (16%).  Newsprint, in rolls (US$ 1 millions), must of grapes (US$ 527 thousands) and tubes of refined copper (US$ 448 thousands) were among the products which were not imported during October 2004 but which were included in October 2005.    
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TRADE WITH THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA

In the first ten months of 2005, trade with South Korea amounted US$ 2,541 millions and registered an increase of 25%, compared to the same period of 2004. This result was mainly influenced by the dynamism of exports (16%), as well as imports from that origin (50%).
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In October 2005, growth rates of exports to Chile’s trade partner in Asia were significantly higher than the growth rates of imports from South Korea (78% v/s 5%).  

Thus, in October 2005 exports to South Korea amounted US$ 206 millions.  Copper ores and concentrates (US$ 47 millions), copper cathodes (US$ 46 millions) and methanol (US$ 42 millions) were the three products that registered higher export amounts.  The latter was not exported to South Korea in October 2004.  Likewise, it should be mentioned that iron ores and concentrates (US$ 12 millions) and bleached conifer cellulose (US$ 9 millions) were not exported to Asia in October 2004.
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Imports from South Korea diesel oil positioned in first place because they represented more than 31% of the total imports from such country.  According to share, they were followed by diesel vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 2,500 cc (US$ 7 millions) and gasoline vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1 500 cc but not exceeding 3 000 cc(US$ 5 millions).  On the other hand, tubes of steel used for oil or gas pipelines or for drilling oils (US$ 1.3 millions) parts for industrial furnaces (US$ 213 thousands) and vacuum cleaner for household use (US$ 155 thousands) were among the products which were not imported in October 2004, but which registered higher import amounts.
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CHILEAN EXPORTS AS PER SIZE OF EXPORTING COMPANY: MAIN GOODS EXPORTED AND DESTINATION COUNTRIES BY FTA

An analysis of exports as per size of exporting companies is included in this Section. The sections selected to define the size of those companies were defined in four intervals according to FOB value registered in year 2004:  micro exporters (less than US$ 100 thousands), small scale exporters (between US$ 100 thousands and US$ 1 million), medium scale exporters (between US$ 1 million and US$ 10 millions) and large scale exporters (more than US$ 10 millions).

In October 2004, large-scale exporters influenced a significant proportion of the total exported amount by Chile, but their share went down to 88.7%.  This is due to the higher growth registered by shipments of micro and small-scale exporters (710% and 40%, respectively v/s 19%).  On the other hand, shipment of medium-scale exporters showed the lowest growth of the month (8%).
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Copper cathodes (US$ 784 millions), copper ores and concentrates (US$ 583 millions) and molybdenum concentrates, roasted (US$ 136 millions and which registered the highest increase 62%, of the three products) were among the export shipments of large-scale exporters (US$ 2,951 millions).   Coniferous sawn timber other than of pinus radiata (US$ 10 millions), wine, Cabernet Sauvignon (US$ 5 millions) and services considered to be exportable (US$ 5 millions) were the main export shipments of medium-scale exporters. Likewise, services considered to be exportable together with chilled fish, headed and gutted (other than salmon) (US$ 5 millions) were the main products exported by small-scale exporters (US$ 6 millions) Finally, among the products exported by micro exporters can be mentioned the following: structures and parts of structures (other than bridges, towers, doors, windows and equipment for scaffolding) (US$ 905 thousands) and hides and skins of bovine, in dry state (US$ 735 thousands).

The following is an analysis of exports to the countries with which Free Trade Agreements have been signed, with special emphasis on micro and small scale exporters and on their export shipments, due to the results obtained by medium and large-scale exporters are implicit within the Sections where the figures of each respective FTA were analyzed.
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In October 2005, exports to the European Union accounted for US$ 838 millions, a positive variation of 16% in relation to October 2004.  It should be mentioned that small and large-scale exporters registered the most significant increases (50% and 17% respectively). 

In October 2005 small-scale exporters exported to the European block products for an amount of US$ 13 millions.  Services considered being exportable (US$ 3.8 millions), wine, Cabernet Sauvignon (US$ 814 thousands) and wine with appellation of origin; others (US$ 491 thousands) were among the main exported products.  The first and the second products above mentioned registered the most significant increases (149% and 124%, respectively).
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In October 2005, large-scale exporters shipped to the EU products for an amount of US$ 774 millions. Copper cathodes (US$ 307 millions), copper concentrates (US$ 61 millions) and copper ores 8US$ 58 millions) were among the main products exported.  Copper concentrates (284%) registered the highest increase.

In October 2005 products for an amount of US$ 537 millions were exported to the United States which represented a very positive variation (50%).  Likewise, large-scale exporters registered not only a significant participation (90%) but also the highest increase (59%) in regard to other exporters.
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During October 2005 large-scale exporters shipped to the United States products for an amount of US$ 483 millions.  Among the main five products with high participation, the following registered the most significant increases: molybdenum concentrates not roasted (257%) and copper cathodes (202%). Moreover, the two above-mentioned products reached together an amount of US$ 170 millions in exports to the main world economy, which allowed them to positively influence the result mentioned above.
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Likewise, during October 2005, exports to the United States made by micro exporters showed a relatively important increase (34%), although the involved amounts are substantially lower (US$ 988 thousands).  Wrist-watches (US$ 85 thousands), sawn timber other than of pinus radiata (US$ 84 thousands) and bags of plastics (US$ 83 millions) were among the main exported products.  These products were not exported in October 2004.
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Finally, during October 2005 exports to South Korea amounted US$ 206 millions and they were greatly influenced by large-scale exporters (98%); however, they registered a significant increase (79%).    
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The most significant amounts were registered by the following products exported to Asia by large-scale exporters: copper ores and concentrates (US$ 47 millions), copper cathodes (US$ 46 millions) and methanol (US$ 42 millions; this product was not exported to Korea in October 2004).
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It should be also mentioned exports made by small-scale exporters which increased by 105% in relation to October 2004.  Manta ray (US$ 390 thousands), agendas (US$ 256 thousands) and meat of swine (others) (US$ 119 thousands) were the main products exported by the above-mentioned exporters.  These products, except manta ray, were not exported to Asia during October 2004.
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IMPORTS PER CUSTOMS OFFICE: MAIN PRODUCTS AND ORIGINS

During October 2005, Chile imported products for a total amount of US$ 2,825 millions, amount that registered an increase of 24%, compared to the same month of the previous year.  In Jan.-Oct. period, imports amount US$ 24,672 millions, which allowed the accumulated growth rate to increase by 35%, the highest growth rate for the same period of the last six years.

In October 2005 the Customs Offices that registered the most significant import rates were Osorno (212%), Coyhaique (121%) and Puerto Montt (118%).
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On the other hand, San Antonio (23%), Valparaiso (26% share) and Los Andes (18%) were the three Customs Offices which registered the higher import volume during October 2005.  
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The following is an analysis by type of product and main origins for the three above-mentioned Customs Offices 

During October 2005, goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso amounted US$ 735 millions, which meant an increase of 23%, compared to the same month of the previous year.  Diesel oil fuel (US$ 68 millions and 83% share), gasoline for road vehicles (US$ 29 millions and 325% increase) and coaches (US$ 18 millions and this product was not imported in October 2004) were the main products with a high share and increase that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso.
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The three main originating countries of goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaíso were Angola (11% share and US$ 82 millions in imports), China (11% share and US$ 78 millions) and United States (10% share and US$ 75 millions).  Products coming from Angola (72%) and from United States (56%) registered the highest increase of the three main originating countries compared to the same month of the previous year.  Likewise, Congo (US$ 39 millions; It did not register importing activity during October 2004), Ecuador (379%) and Thailand (313%), among others has less participation but significant increases.
During October 2005, goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio amounted US$ 646 millions, which meant an increase of 18% higher than that registered in October 2004.  Molybdenum ores, not roasted (US$ 58 millions and this product was not imported in October 2004), reception apparatus for color sets (US$ 19 millions and 89% increase) and diesel vehicles of a payload capacity exceeding 20 ton. (US$ 7 millions and 152% increase) were the main imported products with high share and increase. China (22% share and US$ 143 millions), United States (18% share and US$ 118 millions) and Mexico (10% share and US$ 64 millions) were the main origins with the highest share in imports that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio.  Mexico registered the most significant increase of the above-mentioned origins (150%). It should be mentioned the increase registered by imports coming from Peru (569%).
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Finally, regarding the importing activity in the Customs Office in Los Andes, goods worth US$ 505 millions entered the country during October 2005, amount that registered an increase of 71%, compared to the same month of the previous year. Diesel buses (US$ 152 millions and 1,524% increase), diesel vehicles of a payload capacity exceeding 20 tonnes (US$ 11 millions and 156% increase), and meat of bovine animals chilled and boneless (US$ 23 millions and 20% increase) were the main imported products with a high share and increase. Brazil (58%) and Argentina (39%) were the origins that registered the highest share in October 2005.  The first one registered the highest increase (103% v/s 40%).  Likewise, it should be mentioned the dynamism of imports coming from origins with less share but with high growth rates such as territory of the Netherlands in America (US$ 58 thousands; it did not register importing activity during October 2004), India (US$ 76 thousands and 5,104% increase) and Japan (US$ 164 thousands and 1,364 increase).
