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INTRODUCTION
This information is provided herewith with special emphasis on data per size of exporters, FTAs subscribed and per Customs Offices.   These figures relate to imports valued on CIF basis and exports on FOB. Product reference is giving according to 8-digit tariff, unless otherwise determined.  

Such preliminary figures arise from Customs procedures registered on the Import and Export declarations, as set forth in the International Convention on Simplification and Harmonization of Customs Procedures (Kyoto Convention, 1995)
 and the UN Manual of Statistics on International Trade of Goods.  According to the above mentioned instruments, the term “imports” means goods brought into a Customs territory by means of clearance for home use which provides for the free circulation of such goods in the Customs territory upon the payment of import duties and taxes levied; on the other hand, the term “export” is defined as goods of free circulation which leave the Customs territory and are intended for their definite stay abroad, being excluded those goods which leave the country covered either by a temporary exit procedure for an outward processing or a manufacturing procedure, for an outward processing or a manufacturing procedure, or with refund of import duties and taxes

Likewise, it should be noted that the figures provided by Customs are used by the Central Bank as stipulated in the Manual on Balance of Payments; therefore, they complement the documents of the Issuing. 

OVERVIEW
In September 2005, Chilean trade exchange amounted US$ 5,871 millions, which represented an increase of 33% compared to the same month of the previous year.  Likewise, during the period January-September 2005, trade exchange amounted US$ 49,929 millions which represented 94% of the total country’s trade volume of 2004.  Moreover, it increased by 30% compared to January-September 2004.  
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In September 2005, significant dynamism of foreign trade was registered by different geographical areas such as America (37%), Asia (35%) and Europe (21%).  Likewise, growth in trade exchange with the economic blocks was MERCOSUR (35%), NAFTA (32%) and European Union (15%).

During the period January-September 2005 both exports (US$ 28,082 millions) and imports (US$ 21,847 millions) reached the highest amounts over the period of the last seven years. 
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In the month under study, the main geographical markets for exports showed the following increases: America 38% and Asia 37%, while shipments to Europe increased by 16%.  In relation to their share as destination markets of Chilean exports,  the percentage distribution  America (40%), Asia (33%) and Europe (25%), while the reaming 2% was represented by Africa and Oceania.

Within the main destination markets for Chilean exports, significant increases were registered during September 2005 in comparison with the same month of the previous year: Canada (109%), Venezuela (69%) and Brazil (57%), in America; Taiwan (99%) and China (64%) in Asia and Spain (18%) and Italy (17%) in Europe.
Silver ores and concentrates (US$ 12.2 millions), gold ores and other precious metals, except silver (US$ 2.2 millions) and gas turbine-powered generating sets (US$ 1.4 millions) were the products which were not exported in September 2004 but showed significant shipments in September 2005.
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In September 2005 imports from the main geographical areas registered the following increases: America (36%), Asia (32%) and Europe (32%).  On the other hand, in relation to the geographical distribution America showed 57% of participation, Asia 19% and Europe 17%.  Africa and Oceania, as origins of Chile imports registered together the highest participation (7%).

The main origins of Chilean imports, which showed the highest increases during September 2005, compared to the same month of 2004 were the following:  Ecuador (255%), Canada (118%) and Peru (96%), in America; South Korea (64%) and Japan (28%), in Asia and Finland (290%) and Spain (48%), in Europe.
Crude petroleum (US$ 467 millions and 93% increase), diesel oil fuel (US$ 61 millions and 172% increase) molybdenum ores, not roasted (US$ 73 millions and 186% increase) are among the main imported products which registered the highest share in September 2005.  Likewise, among the products which were not imported  during September 2004 can be mentioned the following: super-heated water boilers (US$ 24 millions), railway coaches (US$ 22 millions), railway passenger coaches (US$ 7 millions), machinery and apparatus for making sacs, bags or envelopes (US$ 5 millions).

TRADE WITH APEC

Since the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation Forum APEC is very important for Chile, the National Customs Service decided to include this section in its monthly Foreign Trade Report from November 2004, in order to circulate periodic figures that account of the trade with that economic area.

In September 2005, the APEC zone as destination area of exports accounted for 57% share of the total Chile exports and showed an increase of 33%.  On the other hand, imports from such zone increased by 35%, which represented 41% of the total imported by the country. 

Silver ores and concentrates (US$ 12.2 millions), gold ores and other precious metals, except silver (US$ 2.2 millions), bulldozers, track lying (US$ 1.3 millions) and sack Kraft paper (US$ 574 thousands) were among the main  products exported to APEC in September 2005 (these products were not exported during September 2004). 
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Residues of starch manufacture and similar (US$ 3.5 millions), liquefied propane gas (US$ 2.8 millions), rail locomotives (US$ 2.8 millions) and fertilizers containing nitrate and phosphates (US$ 1.7 millions) were among the main products imported from APEC member countries in September 2005 (these products were not exported during September 2004).
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TRADE WITH THE UNITED STATES
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During the period January-September 2005, foreign trade with the United States amounted US$ 7,974 millions, the highest amount of the period registered in the last seven years, and it increased by 39%.  Such result was mainly explained by the dynamism of imports (51%) which was higher than that of exports (30%).

Molybdenum concentrates (US$ 22 millions and 311% increase) and copper cathodes (US$ 158 millions and 247% increase) were among the main five products with a high share exported to the United States in September 2005.  It should be mentioned the following three products which were not exported in September 2004: bulldozers, track lying (US$ 1.3 millions), conifer celluloses (US$ thousands) and sulphuric acid (US$ 668 thousands).
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Diesel oil fuel (US$ 61 millions and 340% increase), urea (US$ 7 millions and 419% increase) and parts for computers and peripheral units (US$ 7 millions and 15% increase) were among the products with a high share imported from the main economy of the World during September 2005.   The above-mentioned three products represented 21% of the total imported from the United States.

It should be mentioned other products which were imported from the United States during September 2005 (but these products were not imported during September 2004): residues from the starch manufacture and similar residues (US$ 3.5 millions), wheat except durum wheat (US$ 2.7 millions) and diesel motor vehicles for the transport of goods g.v.w not exceeding 20 tonnes (US$ 1.7 millions).

TRADE WITH THE EUROPEAN UNION
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During the period January-September 2005, both exports to the European Union and imports from that economic block reached the highest amounts registered in the mentioned period of the last seven years (US$ 6,753 and US$ 3,761 millions, respectively).  However, imports registered the highest growth rate (45%). 
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Likewise, in September 2005, EU originating imports registered a very dynamic growth (40%), compared to the same month of the previous year. Water generating boilers (US$ 24 millions) and non-electrical engines (US$ 9 millions) were among the goods which were not imported in September 2004, but which registered high amounts.  According to share, such products positioned in the first eight places representing 9% of the total imported from the European block.
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Exports to the European Union registered 17% change in the first nine months of 2005, compared to the same period of the previous year.  On the other hand, in September 2005 the growth rate was low (4%).  Generating sets (US$ 980 thousands), copper mattes (US$ 938 thousands) and parts for the machinery of heading 8428 (US$ 327 thousands) were among the products which were not imported during September 2004 but which were included in September 2005.  
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TRADE WITH THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA

In the first nine months of 2005, trade with South Korea showed its highest level registered during the last seven years (US$ 2,247 millions), and increase of 23%.  This result was mainly influenced by the dynamism of imports from such origin (58%) as well as by exports (11%).
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In September 2005, the higher dynamism in relation to growth  was shown by imports from South Korea (64%), compared to the same month of the previous year (64%), since exports to that economic block registered an increase of 3%.  Tubes of iron used for oil or gas pipelines (US$ 702 thousands), electric conductors and cables (US$ 446 thousands) and polystyrene other than expansible polystyrene (US$ 404 thousands) were among the products that were not imported during September 2004 but which registered higher import amounts. 

In September 2005 exports to South Korea amounted US$ 149 millions.   Copper ores and concentrates (US$ 56 millions), copper cathodes (US$ 46 millions) and molybdenum ores (US$ 15 millions) were the three products with high share.  The latter showed an explosive increase of 654%.  Products of iron or steel of Chapter 73 of Customs Tariff (US$ 1 million), zinc ores and concentrates (US$ 1 million) and apple juice (US$ 98 thousands) were not exported to South Korea in September 2004.
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CHILEAN EXPORTS AS PER SIZE OF EXPORTING COMPANY: MAIN GOODS EXPORTED AND DESTINATION COUNTRIES BY FTA

An analysis of exports as per size of exporting companies is included in this Section. The sections selected to define the size of those companies were defined in four intervals according to FOB value registered in year 2004:  micro exporting company (less than US$ 100 thousands), small scale exporters (between US$ 100 thousands and US$ 1 million), medium scale exporters (between US$ 1 million and US$ 10 millions) and large scale exporters (more than US$ 10 millions).

Like previous months, large-scale exporters influenced a significant proportion of the total imported by Chile (89.8%) during September 2005.  However, micro-exporters registered the highest growth rate (63%).  Shipments of large, small and medium-scale exporters (34%, 23% and 0.1% respectively) followed in growth.
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Copper cathodes (US$ 848 millions and 50% increase), copper ores and concentrates (US$ 490 millions and 59% increase) and blister copper (US$ 154 millions and 150% increase) were among export shipments of large-scale exporters (US$ 2,813 millions).  Coniferous sawn timber other than of pinus radiata (US$ 8 millions), wine, Cabernet Sauvignon (US$ 5 millions) and services that qualify for exports (US$ 5 millions) were the main export shipments of medium-scale exporters.  Likewise, small-scale exporters exported services that qualify for exports (US$ 3.5 millions) and Pacific salmon, headed and gutted (US$ 1.9 millions).  Finally, among the products exported by micro exporters, gas turbine-powered generating sets positioned in first place (US$ 980 thousands), followed by structures and parts of structures (excluding bridges, towers, doors and Windows and equipment for scaffolding) (US$ 752 thousands).

The following is an analysis of exports to the countries with which Free Trade Agreements have been signed, with special emphasis on micro and small scale exporters and on their export shipments, due to the results obtained by medium and large scale exporters are implicit within the Sections where the figures of each respective FTA were analyzed.

In September 2005, exports to the European Union accounted for US$ 685 millions, a positive variation of 5% in relation to September 2004.  It should be mentioned that micro and medium scale- exporters registered the most significant increases (61% and 43% respectively). 
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Micro-scale exporters exported to the European block products for an amount of US$ 1.7 millions.   Gas turbine powered- generating sets (US$ 980 thousands), wine, Cabernet Sauvignon (US$ 74 thousands) and services that qualify for exports (US$ 51 thousands)  were among the main products exported to the EU.  Generating sets registered the highest increase and they were not exported to the EU in September 2004. 
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In September 2005, small-scale exporters shipped to the EU products for an amount of US$ 10.5 millions.   Services that qualify for exports (US$ 942 thousands), red wine (US$ 751 thousands) and fish flour (US$ 558 thousands) were among the main products exported. Higher increases were registered by services that qualify for exports and fish flour (178% and 146% respectively).
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During September 2005, products for an amount of US$ 491 millions were exported to the United States which represented a positive variation (26%).  Likewise, large-scale exporters showed a significant share (90%) and the highest increase (33%) in regard to other exporters.
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In September 2005, large-scale exporters shipped to the United States products for an amount of US$ 440 millions.  Among the main five products with high participation, the following showed highest increases: molybdenum concentrates, not roasted (US$ 22 millions and 311% increase), copper cathodes (US$ 158 millions and 247% increase) and refined copper (other than cathodes, wire-bars and billets) (US$ 17 millions and   155% increase).
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Likewise, during September 2005, exports to the United States made by micro exporters showed al relatively important increase (26%).  Cellular telephones ((US$ 318 thousands and 1,637% increase), waste and scrap of plastics (US$ 102 thousands; this product was not exported in September 2004) and illuminated signs and illuminated name-plates (other than illuminated signs and illuminated name-plates of glass and plastics) (US$ 55 thousands; this products were not exported during September 2004).
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Finally, during September 2005 exports to South Korea amounted US$ 149 millions and they were greatly influenced by large-scale exporters (97%); however, they registered a slight increase (2.2%).  
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The most significant increase was registered by the following products exported to Korea by micro exporters: Flat fish (Hirame), neither whole nor headed and gutted, (US$ 90 thousands; this product was not exported during September 2004), manta ray (US$ 56 thousands) and boxes of corrugated paper (US$ 53 thousands).

It should be also mentioned exports made by small-scale exporters which increased by 70% in relation to September 2004.  Fish flour (US$ 481 thousands), manta ray (US$ 355 thousands) and meat of swine, others (US$ 231 thousands) were the main products exported by the above-mentioned exporters.  Those products, except manta ray, were not exported to Asia during September 2004.

IMPORTS PER CUSTOMS OFFICE: MAIN PRODUCTS AND ORIGINS

During September 2005, Chile imported products for a total amount of US$ 2,737 millions, amount that registered an increase of 34%, compared to the same month of the previous year.  In the period January-September 2005, imports amount US$ 21,847 millions, which allowed the accumulated growth rate to increase by 37%, the highest growth rate for the same period of the last six years.
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In September 2005 the Customs Offices that registered the most significant import rates were Osorno (198%), Coquimbo (160%) and Tocopilla (112%), except the Customs Office in Puerto Aysen.

On the other hand, San Antonio, Valparaiso and Talcahuano were the three Customs Offices which registered 66% of imports made in September 2005 and they also showed significant increases.  
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The following is an analysis by type of product and main origins for the three above-mentioned Customs Offices 

During September 2005, goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso amounted US$ 788 millions, which meant an increase of 56%, compared to the same month of the previous year.  Crude petroleum (US$ 228 millions and 180% increase), diesel oil fuels (US$ 61 millions and 262% increase) and diesel motor vehicles for the transport of goods, g.v.w not exceeding 5 t (US$ 24 millions and 4,659% increase) were the main products with a high share and increase that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso.
The three main originating countries of goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in Valparaiso were Angola (15% share and US$ 117 millions), United States (12% and US$ 92 millions) and Brazil (12% and US$ 95 millions).  Products coming from Brazil (275%) and from Angola (112%) registered the highest increase of the three main originating countries compared to the same month of the previous year.  Likewise, Peru (837%), Ecuador (635%), Japan (275%) and Argentina (69%) registered a significant increase.
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During September 2005, goods that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio amounted US$ 657 millions, which meant an increase of 32% higher than that registered in September 2004.  Molybdenum ores, not roasted (US$ 39 millions and 1,013% increase), gasoline vehicles of a cylinder capacity exceeding 1,500 cc but not exceeding 3,000 cc (US$ 32 millions and 21% increase) and railway or tramway coaches powered by electricity (US$ 16 millions; this product was not imported during September 2004) were  the main imported products with high share and increase. China (21% share and US$ 137 millions), United States (18% share and US$ 199 millions) and Brazil (7% share and US$ 49 millions) were the main origins with the highest share in imports that entered the country through the Customs Office in San Antonio.  Brazil registered the most significant increase of the above-mentioned origins (92%). It should be mentioned the increases registered by imports coming from Peru and Ecuador (407% and 106% respectively). 
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Finally, regarding the importing activity in the Customs Office in Talcahuano, goods worth US$ 358 millions entered the country during September 2005, amount that registered an increase of 65%, compared to the same month of the previous year. Crude petroleum (US$ 205 millions and 44% increase), overheat water boilers (US$ 24 millions; this product was not imported in September 2004), bituminous coal (US$ 19 millions and 617% increase) and machinery for making cellulose (US$ 14 millions; this product was not imported in September 2004) were the main imported products with a high share and increase).  Argentina (36%), Brazil (13%) and Ecuador (11%) were the origins that registered the highest share in September 2005.  Ecuador registered the highest increase (192%) of the three main origins of the products imported through the Customs Office in Talcahuano.  Likewise, it should be mentioned the dynamism of imports coming from origins with less share but with high growth rates such as Austria (7,056%) and Finland (2,132%) among others. Moreover, Norway (US$ 6.8 millions) and Czech Republic (US$ 1.9 millions) were originating countries which did not registered export activity to Chile through the Customs Office in Talcahuano.
